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DEAR BROTHERS AND FELLOW LASALLIANS,

Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year!

I am glad to share with you this Vocations Ministry report that covers the
highlights of vocation ministry activities from October to December 2022. In
coming up with this report, I asked all schools and Brothers' communities to
forward a vocations report to me. This report then is a collection of efforts
that we have made in our various Lasallian communities, based on the Lasallian
Vocations Team workshops I have conducted from June to October. I hope that
this will help us appreciate what each Lasallian community has been doing for
vocations ministry, and inspire us to think of more creative ways moving
forward.

Looking at the vocations ministry efforts done in the past months reminded me
of the scriptural passage used in Circular 475: From Hope to Commitment -
Understanding Lasallian Vocations. The previous General Council used the
Parable of the Sower (Mt. 13) as a guiding image of vocations ministry as we
collectively realize our vocation as a "path, process, and journey."

PATH: Part A of this report highlights the generosity of people who have
shared themselves in the path of Lasallian vocations. Our Lasallian Vocations
Teams and Brothers' Communities continue to promote various options in life,
with some creatively promoting the life of the De La Salle Brothers. I would say
that this has been our strength in many different Lasallian communities in the
country. It gives me hope to see that our Lasallian Vocation Teams are able to
carry out or are in the process of carrying out the plans that they specified
during the vocations planning workshops conducted at the beginning of the
year.
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PROCESS: Part B of this report highlights the activities that the national office
and the local communities have organized for those who are considering our life
as Brothers (Contacts and Aspirants). These young men may be in different
phases of the discernment process, but I am hopeful that the programs that
are in place will be helpful for them in their discernment.

JOURNEY: Part C of this report is a re-sharing of the available materials that
can help us on the journey of vocations ministry whether we are in our schools
or Brothers' communities. These have been shared individually before but this
report collates what we already have as guides.

Looking back at the past months has reminded me to look at previous vocations
ministry efforts with the eyes of faith. Also, to carry out our present efforts
full of trust, to think and plan for the future full of hope, and to walk with each
other, especially the young people we accompany, full of fraternal love.

Finally, I wish to thank the following: our Lasallian Vocation Team members and
our Brothers' Vocation Coordinators for spearheading all vocation-related
activities in our Lasallian communities; our school presidents and Brother
Directors for supporting our initiatives; and of course, I continue to thank each
Lasallian who has selflessly helped us reach out and accompany young people in
our care. We still have a long way to go, but we trust that our work will work
because ultimately, this is God's work.
