Health and Wellness
Measles

The number of measles cases in Hong Kong reached 55 last 7 April. The recent
F ﬂ case was a worker in the airport. (https://bit.ly/2VyuFpV) While in the Philippines,
at the end of February, the number of cases had reached 12,700. When a

community has low immunization coverage, the likelihood of measles outbreak

increases. An immunization coverage of 95% amongst all children is needed for a

community to be fully protected against measles. This includes protection for the

\ ‘ vulnerable members of the population such as infants that are too young to
/ receive vaccination, people who have weakened immune systems, and older

adults. (https://bit.ly/2GLKvVZM).

Since we will be travelling for the retreats and chapter, please take note of the following:
What can travelers do to prevent measles?

Get the measles vaccine:

- Make sure you are fully vaccinated or otherwise protected against measles.*

. Infants 6-11 months of age should have 1 dose of measles vaccine if traveling internationally.

. Children in the United States routinely receive measles vaccination at 12-15 months of age.

. Infants vaccinated before 12 months of age should be revaccinated on or after the first birthday with 2
doses, separated by at least 28 days.

. Children 12 months of age or older should have 2 doses, separated by at least 28 days.

- Adolescents and adults who have not had measles or have not been vaccinated should get 2 doses,
separated by at least 28 days.

. Two doses of MMR (measles, mumps, and rubella) vaccine are nearly 100% effective at preventing
measles.

Take steps to prevent iliness:

- Wash your hands often.

. If soap and water aren’t available, clean your hands with hand sanitizer (containing at least 60% alcohol).

- Don’t touch your eyes, nose, or mouth. If you need to touch your face, make sure your hands are clean.

- Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue or your sleeve (not your hands) when coughing or sneezing.

- Try to avoid close contact, such as kissing, hugging, or sharing eating utensils or cups, with people who are
sick.
